Dear Colleagues,

Rachel Moran (law professor at Berkeley), Kay Trimberger (sociologist at Sonoma State), and I have written an article for the Chronicle of Higher Education, encouraging colleagues across disciplines to integrate the study of singles into the curriculum. Our article is tentatively titled, “Singles are a growing demographic. Where are they in our research and teaching?” Pending revision, it will probably appear in September, in a special supplement on diversity in the curriculum. 

We are also collecting content for a website, SinglesStudies.com, that we hope will launch in time to be mentioned in our Chronicle article. I’m writing to ask if you have anything that you would like us to include on the website. (And, if you know others not on this listserv who might have materials they would like posted, please forward this e-mail to them.) 

Examples of content that we welcome include:

1. Syllabi from courses about singles, or courses that include units on singles (either divorced, widowed, or always-single).

2. Any other course-related materials (lecture notes, PowerPoint slides, etc)

3. Descriptions of research in progress.

4. Full references to published papers, chapters, or books on singles. 

5. Suggestions for films that may be useful in teaching about singles.

6. Funding opportunities for singles research (in addition to the Marchionne Foundation).

7. Websites that could be useful to people doing research or teaching on singles. 

8. Anything else you would like to suggest.

There is quite a lot that can be added to it by now, and I will include the items you send me, plus other references available at the Scholars of Single Women Network, http://www.medusanet.ca/singlewomen, and more. (The website we are creating will include content on all singles, not just women.) I will also be updating the annotations of my previous bibliography (the first link), so suggestions about those are also welcome. 

If you have references to suggest, just send them to me and I will add them to the updated bibliography. If you have other content (descriptions of research in progress, etc.), please send me the following information:

A. Your Name

B. Your Affiliation

C. Your e-mail address if you want visitors to the site to be able to contact you. (We will change the @ to the word “at” so your email address cannot be easily captured by spammers.)

D. A brief description of your contribution (for example, “research on emerging adulthood,” “section on divorce and widowhood in my course on aging”).

E. The full content of what you would like to say (e.g., a more detailed description of your research in progress; the relevant section of your syllabus).

The way we are currently envisioning the website, your name (A), affiliation (B), and brief description (D) would appear on the site. Visitors could then click on the brief description to read more about it (E). 

Thanks for your help with this. We plan to continue the website into the future, so send me materials whenever you have them. Suggestions are also welcome at any time.
